Introduction

Kolbe Cathedral High School is a Catholic, co-educational secondary school in the Diocese of Bridgeport dedicated to preparing a diverse, multicultural population for college and continuing education.  The mission is to empower students with knowledge, skills and Catholic values.  Members of the school community are expected to “Work Hard and Be Nice.”  The school and family form a partnership to foster the development of young Christian men and women academically, spiritually, socially, emotionally, and physically.  Successful completion of four years at Kolbe Cathedral produces an individual who exhibits caring for others in the spirit of Christianity, sharing of knowledge, skills and talents for the good of others, and strength of character that dares to make a difference by living the Gospel message.

Accreditation

Kolbe Cathedral High School is fully accredited by the New England Association of Schools and Colleges (NEASC) and the Connecticut Department of Education.

Students are limited to take ONLY two classes in summer school.  To maintain enrollment a student must earn at least three (3) credits each semester or (6) credits each year.

Students must pass two summer reading tests with scores of 70 % or higher each year.
Seniors must pass the ACRE assessment of religion with a score of 70% or higher for graduation.

Honor Roll Criteria

First Honors:  3.75 grade point average, or higher, with no grade below a B.

Second Honors:  3.25 grade point average, or higher, with no grade below a C+, and no more than one C+.

Exam High Honors:  All grades A or higher.
Exam Second Honors: All grades B or higher
Combined total of tardies, early dismissals and absences may not exceed five for the marking period.
Students who have been suspended or those with numerous discipline infractions are not eligible for the honor roll.

Advanced Placement

Advanced Placement (AP) courses are offered to juniors and seniors who demonstrate academic excellence and motivation.  Students enrolled in AP courses are required to take the AP exam.

National Honor Society/Spanish Honor Society

The National and Spanish Honor Societies are the most prestigious academic associations to which students may belong.  Academic achievement, leadership, character and service are the criteria used for membership in the Honor Societies.

Course Expectations
Course expectations including requirements, major assignments, and criteria for marking period grade determination are clearly stated and distributed at the beginning of each semester in all classes. 
Final Exams

All academic courses end with a final exam worth 20% of the final grade.  Students must take the exam on the scheduled day and time unless a serious illness can be documented or prior arrangements have been made by a parent with a school administrator.
Failure to a take a final exam, unless exempt, is a failure for the course.

Exemptions are not given during the first semester or nine week courses. 
Students are exempt from the second semester exam in a particular semester subject if they meet the following criteria:

· all requirements of the course have been met

· combined absences and tardies do not exceed 5 for the semester

· 90 average or above for the semester

Seniors may be exempt from a final exam second semester if they meet the following criteria:

· all requirements of the course have been met

· combined absences and tardies do not exceed 5 for the semester

· 80 average or above for the semester

Only seniors may be exempt from a nine week course in second semester if they meet the following criteria:

· all requirements of the course have been met

· combined absences and tardies do not exceed 3 for the nine weeks

· 90 average or above for the nine 9 week course

Make-up Policy

A student who is absent on the day of a previously announced test must take the test on the day the student returns to school.  It is the student’s responsibility to approach the teacher on the day he/she returns to arrange for makeup.  Students are expected to call classmates to obtain assignments given during their absence.  Makeup tests may never be given during class time.  All work missed during an absence must be made up according to each individual teacher’s stated policy.

Tutoring and After School Extra Help

Tutoring and extra help is available. Each teacher posts his/her extra help schedule.  Students must sign up ahead of time and stay for the entire session.  Students may also request a peer tutor from their teacher or from their Guidance Counselor.  The library is open every day until 3:30 for homework, tutoring, extra help and independent library research.  Library rules apply as posted.  Peer tutoring is offered each Wednesday from members of the National Honor Society and Spanish Honor Society.
Summer Reading
Students are required to read two assigned books during the summer.  Honors students are required to read three assigned books during the summer.  Tests will be administered in September.  Students will receive .125 credits in English for passing summer reading.  Students may not pass to the next level of English without passing summer reading.  Students, who do not pass the reading test, will be required to attend summer school at Kolbe Cathedral for a fee.

Summer School  

Students will be required to attend summer school for specific class failures.  In some cases, a student will repeat the class at Kolbe Cathedral as scheduling permits.  A maximum of two classes may be taken in summer school.
Dress Code

KCHS requires that a uniform be worn to school.  Students must be in uniform when classes begin at 8:00 a.m., throughout the day, and during school detention.  The administration reserves the right to determine the acceptability of clothing, hairstyles, jewelry styles and footwear.  The uniform should be neat and clean at all times with shirt tails tucked in.  Uniform size must be appropriate and worn appropriately.

Pants

Students are required to wear navy blue or khaki uniform pants purchased from Dennis or Blake’s Uniform Company.  Students may also purchase Dockers brand pants or JC Penny brand in navy or British khaki (browner shade).  Pants MUST ALWAYS BE WORN WITH A SOLID COLOR BELT.
Shirts/Blouses 
The following must be worn every day:
· white or light blue button-down collar oxford without logo, emblems or insignias.  Uniform shirts must be worn under KCHS zip-up sweatshirts.
· boys are required to wear a tie with oxford shirts

· ONLY, solid or plain colored, short-sleeved tee shirts may be worn under uniform shirts.  Long-sleeved tee shirts may NOT be worn and will be confiscated if seen.
· ONLY seniors may wear a Kolbe Cathedral polo every day and juniors may wear a KC polo on Friday.

Skirts
Navy blue, gray or maroon uniform skirt should be worn at a modest length of no shorter than 4 inches above the middle of the knees.

School Sweaters and Sweatshirts 

Kolbe Cathedral zippered sweatshirt or v-necked sweaters may be worn in school during the cold weather days.  Zippered sweatshirts must be purchased in the school bookstore for $27.00 and navy blue, maroon or gray sweaters, embroidered with the school name must be purchased at the uniform store.  Uniform shirts MUST be worn underneath.
Shoes

Students are required to wear All black or dark brown low heeled casual shoes.  Sneakers may be worn IF they are all black or all brown; no other color may appear anywhere on the sneaker including lettering, stripes or soles.  NO boots, or other similar style, may be worn.  A boot privilege may be given during the winter months at the discretion of the administration.

Socks/Stockings

Socks and stockings must be worn and only in solid colors.

Outerwear and Headwear
Coats may not be worn during the school day.  Hats, scarves, and athletic style headbands are not permitted.

Jewelry

Jewelry should be appropriate for school.  Any jewelry that is found to be inappropriate or not in accordance with school rules will be confiscated and returned to a parent only. 
Girls may wear:

· 2 earrings  in each lobe and they must be small and close to the ear

· no earring, including chandeliers  may be larger than a quarter:

Boys may wear:

· one stud earring only

Jewelry worn in pierced body parts other than ears is not permissible.
Hairstyles
Hairstyles are to be in accordance with appropriate business styles.  No hair accessories or designs are permitted for boys.  Hair length for boys must not be past the collar.  Senior boys may wear hair braided in designs and patterns all others may only wear braids in straight back corn rows.  Boys may wear neatly trimmed facial hair.  Hair must be neatly groomed and meet the above regulations whenever representing Kolbe Cathedral. This includes team and club members who participate in events during vacations. Students may not shave marks in their eyebrows.   Hair may be colored but only in natural colors.  For example: pink is not a natural color.  There are NO EXCEPTIONS. 

Polo Days
On specially marked days, all students will be invited to wear a Kolbe Cathedral polo with uniform pants and/or skirts.  On some special days, students may also be invited to wear jeans with any color sneakers.

Behavioral Expectations & Policies

Concern for the well-being of others, respect for authority and cooperation are essential elements of our school environment.  Students are required to contribute to the Kolbe Cathedral community in a manner that is consistent with Catholic beliefs.  They are required to be respectful, exhibit self-control and act responsibly.

Our policies provide students with clear understanding of behavioral expectations and the consequences for failure to comply with school rules.  Behavior that disrupts or impedes the welfare and progress of the school community or brings discredit to the school will not be tolerated.  Students are held accountable for their behavior in and out of school, including off-campus activities.  Students are subject to penalty for using the internet to harass or bully fellow students.
Attendance/Tardiness and Truancy

Regular attendance is a requirement for successful completion of each class.  Excessive absenteeism may result in failure and possible loss of credit for the year.  Students arriving to school after the 8:00 bell but before 8:06 will serve a 10 minute personal detention with their period A/E teacher, on that day.  Students arriving at 8:06 or later will serve a school detention.  Parents are requested to contact the school between 7:30 a.m. and 9:30 a.m. to report absenteeism.  Any student absent from school without parental permission is considered truant and will serve a Saturday detention known as JUG.  Repeated truancy may result in expulsion.  Attendance/tardy records are a part of the permanent transcript.  Students who exceed a combination of 5 absences and tardies will be placed on attendance probation.
Consequences for Failure to Comply with Rules
Personal detentions are given by a teacher for infractions that are antagonistic to classroom routine. Personal detentions are a minimum of 20 minutes.  Failure to attend will result in a disciplinary referral to administration.
Put Out of Class, occurs when a student is disruptive to the learning environment.  The student must report to the assistant principal.  The assistant principal will work with the teacher to determine the length of time the student must remain out of class.  The student will receive a school detention and is responsible for learning the material and completing the assignment.  A student who is disruptive during testing or other assessments, may receive a zero.
School detentions are given for more serious infractions.  Detention is held every Monday and Thursday from 2:20 p.m. to 3:00 p.m.  Complete uniform, total silence and compliance with proctor’s instructions are required.  Arriving late to detention or being asked to leave detention results in a double detention.  If a student fails to attend an assigned school detention without permission from the assistant principal or without a phone call from a parent, the student will serve a Saturday detention. 

JUG, a Saturday detention, may be given for disrespect of a staff member, cutting school, cutting a school detention, or serious inappropriate behavior as determined by the administration.  JUG may also be given for repeated noncompliance with school rules.  JUG is held on Saturdays and begins promptly at 8:00 a.m.  Complete uniform and compliance with the proctor’s instructions are required.  No student is admitted to JUG after 8:05 a.m.  Failure to attend will require a conference with a parent/guardian before the student is readmitted to school.

Out of school suspension is given for the most serious infractions.  During the time of suspension, a student receives a zero for participation and work missed but remains responsible for learning the material and completing assignments.  Students who miss tests or other assessments may receive a zero.  A parent must accompany the student to school for a conference with the assistant principal before being readmitted.
Board of Review

The assistant principal convenes the Board of Review when a student demonstrates a continued disregard of rules or behaviors that are deemed a serious breech of school policy.  The board is comprised of faculty members and students chosen by the administration.  A guidance counselor serves as an advocate for the student during the process.  The board meets with the student and parent to review the behavioral difficulties.  The board makes a recommendation to the administration regarding future action.  Such recommendations may include expulsion.
Expulsion is employed in extreme situations.  A student can be expelled for the following reasons:  possession of a weapon; fighting; possession, selling or using alcohol or drugs; threatening a faculty member; malicious damage to school property; accumulation of school detentions; cutting JUG.  Students are held accountable for all on and off campus behaviors.

Early Dismissal Policy
A parent must submit a written request for an early dismissal.  A phone call from the parent is required to confirm the dismissal.  Parents/guardians must sign the student out of the building.  Dismissals before noon are considered absences.  Early dismissal may have a negative impact on the student’s academic performance for the last class period of the day and may keep a student from being on the honor roll.
Honesty Policy

Honesty and integrity are values that are essential for the Kolbe Cathedral community.  Taking credit for another student’s work or allowing another student to do so is cheating.  Cheating is dishonest and unacceptable. The student will receive a 0 on the material and disciplinary action will be taken.  The student will be ineligible for honor roll that quarter and may jeopardize admission to or membership in the National Honor Society. Repeated instances of cheating may result in expulsion.

Probation Policy 

A student may be placed on probation for excessive absenteeism, tardiness, failure of academic subjects or continued discipline problems.  Once on probation, the expectation is that the student takes responsibility and makes the necessary changes.  Failure to demonstrate improvement may jeopardize his/her continued enrollment at KCHS.  

Sexual Harassment/Bullying Policy/Hazing

Sexual harassment, bullying or hazing will not be tolerated.  This includes verbal or physical behavior that is offensive to one or more parties.  If a student is being harassed or bullied by another student or anyone in the building, that student should tell the offender that he/she wants the behavior to stop.  Any initiation rituals or “hazing” of freshmen or other students is a serious offense.  Violators will face serious consequences.  Complaints should be reported to the guidance counselors or the assistant principal.

Technology Policy

The use of technology is a privilege not a right.  Students may use school computers and others technologies for educational purposes ONLY.  They are expected to make responsible, ethical and appropriate use of computers and information services at all times.  Inappropriate use will result in disciplinary action.  Each student must sign an acceptable technology use agreement and his/her parents must sign a technology permission form for the student to have use of school computers.  Computer files from outside school may only be opened on designated school computers.
School Infractions
School detentions or JUG may be given for the following infractions: disruptive and inconsiderate behavior, flagrant disrespect or insubordination to faculty/staff, vandalism, stealing, cheating, truancy, games of chance, bringing unauthorized visitors to school, computer misuse, unauthorized access to the computer network, altering computer configurations, physical damage to a computer, failure to follow virus protection procedures, cigarette smoking, possession of personal electronic devices such as laser pointer, all brands of MP3 players, cell phones, cameras… cutting a personal detention, dismissal from class, use of profanity, harassment, continual disregard of rules.

Cell Phone Use Policy

All phones and other personal electronic devices must be stored in your locker until you exit the building.  Use of personal electronic equipment is not permitted in Kolbe Cathedral High School.  Electronic devices such as cell phones are allowed to be brought to school but they should never be seen or heard by any teacher or administrator.  Personal electronic devices will be confiscated and returned to a parent only.  A second violation will result in a school detention and repeat offenders will serve a JUG.  Parents who need to contact their students should call the main office.  Phones may be used, after 3:15 pm, in the lobby outside of the gym to arrange transportation.

Gum Infraction

Gum chewing is not permitted.  The student will pay a $1 gum fine each time the rule is violated.  Repeat offenders will serve a JUG to remove gum from desks and other furniture.  Please respect all property.

Uniform Infractions

Students are not allowed to attend class if they are not in proper uniform.  Students who are not wearing uniform acceptable pants, shoes, shirts and skirts of appropriate length must change their clothes or sit out for the day.  Time out of class means lost credit for classroom assignments.  Lesser violations such as un-tucked shirts and untied ties will result in, same day, 15 minute personal detentions.  Hats, do-rags, over-sized earrings and other inappropriate items will be confiscated and returned to a parent.  Students who violate the uniform a second time are given a school detention and continued violations will result in JUG.
The Administration reserves the right to dismiss any student who fails in conduct or attitude to meet the regulations and policies adopted by the school.
General Information

Assembly Conduct

Students are expected to give full attention during assemblies. This attention is manifested by a respectful attitude and appropriate behavior. Booing, whistling and yelling are inappropriate and unacceptable.

Athletics

Students who try out for any interscholastic team are required to have a sports physical.  Membership on a team is both a privilege and a responsibility.  Therefore, to be eligible to play on any team, a student must be earning three credits each semester.  Team members traveling to other schools must represent Kolbe Cathedral values and attitude at all times, including time on the bus.  Coaches reserve the right to determine eligibility for transportation. 
According to Connecticut Interscholastic Athletic Conference policy, any student found using performance-enhancing drugs by their school/school district will immediately be disqualified from further participation in CIAC sponsored sports for a period of 180 school days on each occurrence.  Kolbe Cathedral may monitor their student athletes to assure that they are drug free.
Building Policy

The school provides supervision in the cafeteria at 7:15 a.m.  Students should report there before school and are not allowed anywhere else in the building without a pass.  Loitering after school is not permitted.  Students must be in supervised activities by 2:15 pm. or leave the building completely.  The cafeteria is open for socializing each day from 2:05 to 3:15.  The library is open for studying and homework until 3:30 and there are a variety of clubs and organizations.  Students found roaming in the halls are subject to penalty.
School Bus Information

Students must be at their assigned bus stop ten minutes before pick-up time.  They may expect to be picked up ten minutes before or ten minutes after the scheduled pick-up time.  If the bus fails to arrive during this time-frame, the student may call the dispatcher at 330-2600.  Bus service is only provided to residents of the city of Bridgeport who live more than two miles from school.  Students are expected to follow the Kolbe Cathedral code of behavior.  Failure to adhere to standard school bus rules as outlined by the city and to respect the authority of the bus driver may lose their privilege to ride the school bus.  Kolbe Cathedral High School is not able to provide student passes to ride Bridgeport Transit busses.
Cafeteria Service
While in the cafeteria, simple rules of courteous behavior and good manners are expected of all students.  Students are to clean their table after use and throw all trash into containers.  Food may not be taken out of the cafeteria. Students may only leave the cafeteria with permission from the proctors.

Clubs and Organizations

Students are encouraged to take part in the extra-curricular activities offered.  These include soccer, basketball, softball, volleyball, bowling, cheerleading, SADD, newspaper, student council, choir, Building with Books, Just K, and class officers.  Students should be in the building after school only for supervised activities.  Students should make transportation arrangements for within 15 minutes after the end of the activity meeting.  Loitering is not permitted.

Fire Drills and Other Emergency Procedures
Fire Drill exit routes are posted in each classroom.  Exit the building following the teacher’s direction, quickly, quietly and without running or talking.  Evacuation drills require students to exit the building and leave the grounds promptly. Lockdown and stay in place drills secure students in the building in the event of an exterior threat.  No one will be allowed admittance or released from the building until the threat has been lifted. All drills should be considered serious.

Guardianship & Change of Address/Phone
All students must reside with a parent or legal guardian.  Emancipated minors cannot attend Kolbe Cathedral.  If a parent/legal guardian is away and temporarily assigns guardianship to someone else in their absence, the school must have written permission to call upon this person in place of the parent.  If there are court ordered bans prohibiting any person from student contact, an administrator or guidance counselor must be notified.  Important messages from a parent/legal guardian will be given to a student at dismissal unless there is an emergency.  Parents/guardians will be called by the school nurse or administrator if a student is too ill to remain in class.  Immediately notify school officials of change of address and/or phone.

Lockers

Each student will be assigned a school locker by their first period teacher.  Students are given a Kolbe Cathedral combination lock upon their first day of enrollment and only school combination locks may be used.  Students who lose their lock may purchase a new or used lock, if available, in the bookstore or main office.  Combinations and lockers should not be shared.  Lockers may never be left unlocked.  The school is not responsible for lost or stolen items.  Lockers may be accessed before the first period of the day and in-between classes.  The administration reserves the right to conduct a locker search when there is just cause.
Nurse
The city of Bridgeport provides a public health nurse to Kolbe Cathedral students three days each week.  Students must have a pass from a classroom teacher to see the nurse.  Only the nurse or an administrator may decide if a student is too ill to remain in school and they will contact parents.  Students who call their parents directly to come and pick them up are in violation of school policy.  All freshmen and transfer students are required to have a full health examination and updated immunizations prior to attending to Kolbe Cathedral High School.
Parking Rules
Students who drive to school must register their cars in the main office.  The middle parking area is available for students.  Unsafe driving and/or irresponsible behavior will result in loss of parking lot privileges.  Students may not park in the lot closest to the school.  Students may enter the parking lot by way of Washington Avenue and must exit by way of the lower lot onto Calhoun Place.  Students must be dropped off on Calhoun Place to avoid congestion and accidents in the school parking lot.
Prom Regulations
Tickets for the prom are sold the week before the dance and may not be purchased after the deadline.  Only those students who have paid their senior fees may attend.  No one may enter the dance after 8:00 and once entered you may not leave and return.  Anyone leaving the dance before 10:30 must have parental approval to do so.  Guests must be accompanied by a Kolbe Cathedral student and they must be signed in with name and phone number before the day of the dance.  Guests may be required to present ID at the door and no guest over 21 will be admitted.  Students may bring a guest of the opposite sex only.  Dress is formal or traditional black tie.  Anyone wearing immodest or inappropriate clothing will not be admitted.  Kolbe Cathedral students are held accountable for the behavior of their guest.  Anyone whose conduct or dancing does not conform to Kolbe Cathedral standards may be asked to leave or be turned over to the police.  The use of alcohol, drugs or other illegal substances is prohibited.  Such violations are subject to disciplinary action and possible arrest. 
School Property

Students are expected to take proper care of the books issued and all other school property including the building. Damaged articles will be repaired or replaced at the student’s expense.  Damage of a malicious nature will also be subject to disciplinary action.  However, Kolbe Cathedral High School IS NOT responsible for personal items that are lost, stolen or misplaced.  Please respect all property.

Snow Days
In case of snow or inclement weather, students should tune to WICC 600 AM radio after 6:00 a.m. Kolbe Cathedral follows the Bridgeport cancellation list.  Do not call the school. Cancellations are posted on Channels: NBC 30, WFSB 3, and WTNH 8.
Student Records/Tuition Policy
The parents/legal guardians of students accepted to Kolbe Cathedral High School enter into a contract with the school:  Kolbe Cathedral High School agrees to provide a quality, Catholic education and the parents/legal guardians agree to pay for that education through tuition.  Tuition accounts must be paid in a timely manner. Final exams will not be administered to students until financial obligations are met. Transcripts will not be released with obligations pending, however, parents/guardians may request to inspect and review their student’s record by appointment with the guidance counselor.  Seniors may have five (5) transcripts at no charge.  Additional transcripts are $3 for students.  After graduation, the fee is $5 per transcript.

Telephone

Students may not leave class to make phone calls.  The office phone is not for student use.  Cell phones should not be used or carried in the school building.  Students may step outside of the building at 2:05 p.m. to make personal cell phone calls.  In case of an emergency, students who need to contact their parents during the day should come to the main office and talk to an administrator.
Visitors

Visitors may not be invited into the building without first seeking authorization from the administration.  Only school secretaries and administrators will open the school doors to outsiders. Students should never open the door to strangers.  All visitors must sign in at the main office.
